Your amazing day towards Machu Picchu tours, starts very early today when we pick you up from 
your accommodation and board our private car for approximately 2 hours to Ollantaytambo. 
Here, you will board the train to Aguas Calientes that will take you through the impressive 
Andean mountain landscape and the mysterious Amazonian cloud forest. During the trip, you will 
see several glaciers and snow-capped peaks, as well as fertile green valleys and Inca agricultural 
terraces on both sides of the valley.

Upon arrival in Aguas Calientes, you will board a bus that will take you directly to the entrance of 
the Historic Sanctuary of Machu Picchu. You will have a guided tour of approximately 2 hours, 
where you will receive detailed information about the culture and history of the Machu Picchu 
citadel. You will visit most of the important sectors while connecting with nature and recharging 
your energies in this magnificent sacred place. You’ll be amazed at the incredible architecture 
and how innovative the Incas were for their time.
After the tour, you will be able to climb Huayna Picchu Mountain or Machu Picchu Mountain if 
you booked your tickets in advance (not included in the tour).

After the tour of Machu Picchu full day, you will return to Aguas Calientes in the afternoon. You 
will have some time to find a place to have lunch and explore the small town until you head to 
the train station.
In Aguas Calientes, you will board the train to Ollantaytambo and then travel to Cusco in our 
private transportation. We will leave you at the door of your accommodation. The time of your 
arrival will depend on the time of your train ticket.
